Mr Brealey reported that the drain at Manchester Lane had still not been repaired. The Clerk said that he had again been in contact with DCC and they assured him that the matter was under investigation. County Councillor Jones informed Mr Brealey that an additional £44000.0 had been allocated to footpath improvements along Manchester Lane.

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	POLICE MATTERS

1. Complaints from residents of speeding along Main Street was be investigated by the Police. It was also confirmed that the Police will be carrying out speed checks near the school on Main Street. Councillor Murray said that volunteers were required to be trained to use speed guns. The Clerk said that currently 2 Parishes in South Derbyshire had been selected and further Parishes would  be considered in 3 / 4 months.
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	MATTERS ARISING 

1. The Clerks Report was accepted.
2. The Clerk said he would contact SDDC to ask why the finger post had not been replaced at Ticknall Road.
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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

1. Councillor Shadrack reported that the diversion on footpath 31 had been completed but there was no finger post showing the new route.
RESOLVED Clerk to contact SDDC.

2. It was reported that 7.2 tonnes sign at the top of Manchester Lane requires cleaning.
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	HARTSHORNE WEB SITE
1. Councillor Jenkinson reported that the transfer of the web master was progressing. HE had been advised that ‘Dreamweaver’ software should be purchased at an approximate cost of £418.00. Councillor Tilley said that similar cheaper software was available, and suggested he discuss the matter with Neil Jenkinson before a final decision is made. 
2. Councillor Dobson asked if the site was used. Councillor Jenkinson said that the site is very popular.
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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS

1. Standing Orders were suspended to allow Chris Mason to update the meeting on the progress of the MUGAs at both sites. He said that work will commence shortly, possibly as early as May. The Play Area is nearing completion. 
2. The main meeting continued with the Chair reporting the Changing rooms at Salisbury Drive had been extensively damaged by fire and it was assumed that they are now a complete write-off. The Clerk said that the Parish Councils Insurance company will be inspecting the site shortly.  Councillor Jenkinson suggested that the installation of the MUGA at Salisbury Drive should be deferred until a later date see if the new play equipment is treated with respect and not damaged, Councillor Jenkinson circulated photographs of the new play area that showed clods of earth and broken glass damage on the new surface. Councillor Murray felt that this was not in the best interest of the youths of the area of whom the vast majority were not vandals and would treat the equipment with respect. After a lengthy debate, Councillor Murray proposed that the work at Salisbury Drive should continue as outlined and work to commence in May, this was seconded by Councillor Sherratt, on a show of hands the proposal was carried by 9 in favour and 1 against. Councillors agreed that that if the Changing rooms are a write off, they should be removed from the site and not be replaced. The goal posts should also be removed and replaced with 5-a-side goal posts similar to Goseley  

RESOLVED that the work should commence in May. The subject to the Insurance company the changing rooms should be removed from the site and not be replaced and 5-a-side pitch erected.

3. It was also reported that Goseley Changing rooms were also vandalised and it will require in the region of 70 new tiles and new guttering.

4. Councillor Dobson asked if the Parish Council had considered installing security cameras.

5. Councillor Murray said he had some anti-vandal paint that could be used at Goseley.
