2. Mr T Coulden reported that there had been a major accident near to 41 Manchester Lane in which a car left the road at high speed hitting a telegraph pole. 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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

1. Councillor Murray produced a letter from Mr Evans of Manchester Lane which expressed his concerns about the installation of road humps along the Lane. He felt that he would be particularly affected by noise from lorries due to the humps near to his property. It was agreed that as the County Council were in formal consultation with the residents the letter should be forwarded to them.
2. Councillor Shadrack said that although Repton Road had been cleared of loss chippings the pavements still required cleaning.
3. The Chairman said that there were a number of potholes along Nether Hall Lane, plus there were large parts of the road edge in very poor repair.

RESOLVED Councillor Jones agreed to take up the issue with the County Council.

1. The Chairman congratulated Councillor Bell on producing an excellent edition of the Parish Newsletter.
2. Councillor Bell said that the Newsletter is now ready for distribution over the Easter holiday. Most Councillors agreed to help in the delivery.
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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS

1. Councillors were extremely concerned about the current vandalism at Goseley recreation ground. Following inspections by various Councillors it was felt that some of the damage was as a result of poor design of the hinges. With the gates now left open youths have been going into the MUGA on motor bikes. 
2. Councillor Bell said that he had removed the gates and secured them in the Changing rooms.

3. Clerk reported that he had reported the crime to the Police plus asked a local company for quotation for repairs.

4. Councillor Burley said that the Police are aware of the problems and they have made Goseley a high priority.
5. Councillors agreed to discuss the matter further under Finance as there was an outstanding invoice to SDDC in respect of the work carried out at both sites.
6. Councillor Murray reported that he was still concerned about the drainage at the MUGA on Salisbury Drive.
