	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

1. Mr Hartshorne from Ninelands informed the meeting how over the past few weeks he and others residents have been hassrassed by gangs of youths. They have broken down his boundary fence on at least 2 occasions resulting in substantial costs being incurred. The Police have been notified and are looking into the situation, however they have been unable to identify any of the youths. Councillor Mrs Burley thought that the youths could be from outside the area. Councillor Dobson said that this situation was discussed at the Safer Neighbourhood meeting and certain preventative measures were put forward, including the erection of a high fence on the recreation ground adjacent to Ninelands and making the ditch deeper.
2. The Chair felt that this was basically a Police matter but the Parish Council should look at certain

alternative ways to prevent further damage to property.

3. Mr Brealey said the lamp post on Manchester Lane was still covered with vegetation. Clerk will write to DCC.

1.
