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	POLICE MATTERS

1. PC Debbie Croxall attended the meeting by firstly explaining that she was responsible for the Lower Midway area which was predominately the Salisbury Drive area within Hartshorne Parish. She said that after a recent street meeting with the youths in the area there was a greater understanding of the problems that have accrued over the last few months. The main theme that came from the children was there was insufficient facilities to occupier them. One suggestion was a project to paint the changing rooms. The Chairman pointed out that currently was also investigating this possibility with Granville School. Therefore it was hoped that this project could soon be underway.

2. She said that after the Polices investigations they felt that the off licence on Salisbury Drive had not been selling alcohol to under age children.  
3. A major campaign the Police were undertaking in the area was dealing with cold or bogus callers, particular areas that were being targeted were cul-de-sac such as Ely Avenue, Durham Avenue and Exeter Close.

4. PC Croxall asked if the land fronting Salisbury Drive leading on to the recreation ground was owned by the Parish Council as she felt this area could be made better use of.

a. The Chairman said that the Parish Council did manage this land and the matter would be discussed at a future meeting of the Recreation Sub committee.

5. Councillor Jenkinson asked about what action had the police taken in respect of the recent vandalism at the Dethick Hall. PC Croxall said as this was not in her area she would check at Swadlincote Police Station and report back to the Parish Council. Councillor Jenkinson said that the cost of the damage had been met by the users of the Hall at the time.
6. Councillor G Blood was concerned that the new proposed speed limit on Ticknall Road of 40 mph could not be monitored by the Police. He said that residents in the area would like the proposed new limits reviewing.

7. Councillor Burley reported that there was a productive meeting of the Neighbourhood Watch on 6 November.

5. The Clerk reported that after recently advertising the vacancy of a Parish Councillor only one application had been received, that was from Mr P Murray. Councillor I Blood proposed that Mr P Murray is co-opted onto the Parish Council; this was seconded by Councillor Vorley.
RESOLVED by a vote of 9 in favour and one against Mr P Murray is co-opted onto the Parish Council. The Clerk to invite Mr Murray to January meeting.
