	MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Sherratt said that the Parish Council were not conforming to Standing Orders in that there was no proposer and seconder mentioned in the minutes. The Chairman said that he felt that the Parish Council is conforming to Standing Orders but he agreed to look into the matter and report back at the next meeting.
Item 116/09/1 – the Clerk reported that a Parish Council can not refer a case to the Local Ombudsman if the complaint is about another local authority. Councillor Jenkinson said that the School is still very concerned about the junction and they intend to make further representation to the Cabinet member, County Councillor C Jackson.
