They had indicated that there were prepared to make improvements to both the ground and changing rooms subject to the Parish Council entering into a long term lease, this would ensure Midway could receive grants from bodies such as the FA and Lottery. Councillors were concerned about the overall impact it would have and they wished to ensure that Goseley remains a recreation ground for all the residents of the area.

3. Councillor Bell asked the Clerk to ensure that when the Sportsmobile arrives at the recreation grounds they have a key to gain entrance on to the grounds.
