	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
· Residents from Ninelands complained about the gangs of youths throwing bricks, stones and other objects on to their property from the recreation ground just behind their homes. This has been ongoing for several weeks and residents are now in fear that someone could be injured. They say they have contacted the Police on numerous occasions but to date they have failed to attend to any calls.  Several different approaches were suggested by various Councillors including taking photos, making a note of vehicle registration numbers and making a note of the clothing including distinguishing jewellery. They were also advised for all residents to contact the Police of any incident. It was also suggested they form their own Neighbourhood Watch Group. Councillor Burley said that there already exists Goseley Neighbourhood Watch Group which could liaise with any newly formed group. Councillor Murray said he would obtain diaries from the District Council for residents to make notes of all incidents. The Chair said that other actions by the Parish Council would be discussed during the main part of the meeting.

· Mr Brealey commented that the drain on Manchester Lane had been attended to by SDDC, however he felt that the problem had not been fully resolved and felt that it would soon fill up if there was any prolonged period of wet weather.

· Mr Brealey asked when the grass verges are scheduled to be cut along Manchester Lane. Councillor Jones said if the verges were within the speed limits then SDDC as agents for the County Council they should be cut 6 times a year, if outside the speed limits they will only be cut once a year. Councillor Murray said that there had been staffing difficulties with the Department at SDDC.

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	POLICE MATTERS

1. Following the concerns raised by the residents of Ninelands at Public Participation it was –

RESOLVED

Clerk to write to Insp. Sanderman at Swadlincote and express in the strongest terms the Council concerns at the response to residents telephone calls in respect of the youths congregating on the recreation ground. 

2. Councillor Murray reported that CCTV cameras had been placed near to Salisbury Drive Recreation Ground

3. The Chairman agreed to bring forward from Correspondence the letter from SDDC Teamwork requesting the removal of the tree near to 15 to 19 Salisbury Drive.

Councillor Murray will trim back the brush wood on the trunk of the tree and tidy up the area, this would be done free of charge.
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	MATTERS ARISING 

1. Clerk to make further enquiries with D Atkins SDDC as to when the outstanding footpath matters will be resolved.   

2. Councillor Bell asked the Clerk to contact SDDC to obtain the actual usage of the dog bins in the Parish and if there were any alternatives to the current situation.
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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

1. Councillor Sherratt raised the problem with f/p 57; Councillor Murray said he would contact SDDC.
2. Councillor Sherratt said that parts of f/p18 were overgrown and signpost were missing at Greystitch and the roadway to Waste Farm.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact SDDC.

3. Councillor Shadrack was concerned that hedge cuttings were left at the entrance to f/p 15. Councillor Bell said that he had cleared the area as well as parts of the hedge onto the fields. Councillor Bell was concerned that following cutting the hedge along the path of f/p 15 there was al large amount of dog waste.

4. Councillor Burley reported that the hedge along Woodville Road was over grown and therefore difficult to use the pavement, particularly children going to school.

5. Councillor Murray was concerned that following the closure of the Snooty Fox the surrounding area had become overgrown.

RESOLVED Clerk to try and ascertain the owners and request the area is tidied up.
6. Councillor Shadrack reported that the salt box on Brook Street was broken.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact DCC requesting a replacement box.
7. Councillors expressed concerns that there were proposals to remove the 2 telephone kiosks in Hartshorne. Clerk said that he had not received any notifications of any proposals.

RESOLVED Clerk to submit to BT the Parish Councils objections to any proposed withdrawal of telephone kiosks.
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	HARTSHORNE WEB SITE
1. Councillor Jenkinson reported that current the web site is being run in parallel, by Neil Jenkinson and Colin Herbert. It is hoped that Colin Herbert will transfer the total running of the site shortly.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact any all local organisation informing them of the change of ‘ownership’.
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	ST PETERS CHURCH, HARTSHORNE

1. Councillor Burley reported that within the last 2 weeks the churchyard had been strimmed and she was led to believe that that it will be done on a regular monthly basis. 

2. The Church had submitted a request for a donation towards the purchase of a new strimmer at a total cost of £646.45. Councillor Murray reported that the District Council had also received a similar letter and I Hey, SDDC is looking at other sources of funding for the Church.  

RESOLVED The Parish Council to make a donation of £200.00 towards the cost of a strimmer, this replaces the commitment to the cost of an annual donation towards the clearing of the churchyard
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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS

1. Clerk said he had received the following progress report  from Mark Jenks at SDDC -               

‘‘Salisbury Recreation Ground: 
Weather permitting the MUGA and adjoining footpath from the play area will be completed 18/07/08, excluding the line marking.
Outstanding work including MUGA drainage, resurfacing of the footpath linking with Salisbury Drive and associated highway barriers, reinstatement works, bench removal and works to Dunsmore entrance will be completed 25/07/08 (Weather permitting).
Slight amendment to footpath requested by SDDC is confirmed by the attached Dwg. Also pin kerb edging to be replaced (item SB3.2 has allowed for up 40 Lin m to be replaced) is shown on this Dwg. Value of additional work low and will be covered by final re-measure at practical completion.
The gradient of earth adjoining the MUGA base needs to be re-graded to reduce the current rake.
Goseley Recreation Ground-
Weather permitting the MUGA and adjoining footpath will be completed 18/07/08, excluding the line marking.
Outstanding work including the entrance, site furniture and site drainage will be completed 25/07/08 (Weather permitting).
The linking footpath between the existing play equipment bases hasn’t been installed in-line with Dwg YPF/1900/GR/02. Specifically the area in-front of the existing bench, so this needs amending.
The gradient of earth adjoining the MUGA base needs to be re-graded to reduce the current rake (item GB 2.01). This re-grading work can not affect the football pitch levels.’’
2. Councillor Jones expressed concerns about the lack of seating in appropriate areas of both recreation grounds. Councillor Murray said that the youth group in Salisbury Drive were also seeking funding for such a scheme along with the addition of a graffiti wall.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact supplies to find suitable seating, with 2 seats per sit. 
3. The Clerk reported that he had been in contact with SDDC as to the possibility of organising training sessions on the MUGA areas over the summer holidays, such as basketball courses. SDDC said schemes are available in the area and they would check to see if Hartshorne can be added to the scheme. 

4. Councillor Bell reported that he had three additional sets of keys cut for Goseley recreation ground changing rooms.
