· Mr Brearley thanked Councillor A Jones for the work he had done as a County Councillor representative.
· Mr Brearley said he had been informed by DCC that work would commence on the footpath along parts of Manchester Lane in the next financial year however he asked if the Parish Council would pursue the possibility of the footpath running the full length of the Lane up to the houses. Councillor Jones felt tat the Parish should support Mr Brearleys request and advised that he should contact County Councillor Murray.

Items that were discussed included, the redevelopment at Drakelow Power Station and the impact on the highways in the area, height of speed humps and if they conform to legislation, parking enforcement in South Derbyshire by DCC and parking of cars on pavements and if it was an offence. Councillor A Jones commented that it was not an offence to park on the pavement only if it caused an obstruction. He also said that it was illegal for vans etc to park on the pavement. Councillors Dobson was concerned about wheelchair access if a pavement was blocked by a vehicle.
