	Prior to the start of the meeting the Chairman presented Councillor Mrs P Worthington with an engraved cut glass bowl in recognition of her 19 years service as Chairman of the Parish Council.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mr Brealey asked about the progress on several issues he had raised in previous months –

a. The weeds etc around the street light on Manchester Lane
b. Grass cutting on parts of Manchester Lane

c. Several issues that he had raised with the Footpaths Officer.

The Clerk said that all these issues had been raised with the appropriate Authorities; however he will continue to pursue these issues.

Councillor Murray informed both the meeting and Mr Brealey that David Atkins (Footpaths Officer) had left the County Council.

Mr Hartshorne said that the problems with youths gathering near to his property still continue. He said that there had been offers from both the District and County Councils however nothing had been done. He said that the play equipment was not being used by the young people it was intended for but for older youths who were abusing the equipment.

The Chairman said that the Parish Council was awaiting an independent report on the state of repair of all the play equipment before deciding whether to remove any of the equipment.

The Chairman said that the Recreation subcommittee have made certain recommendations to the Parish Council which will be discussed in the main part of the meeting

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	POLICE MATTERS

1. Councillor Mrs Burley said that a resident had reported a motor bike speeding around the estate; however the resident was reluctant to report it direct to the Police. Councillor Murray did report the Police had now seized the motor bike.
2. Councillor Murray said that he has serious concerns about policing in the area. He has spoken to Inspector Cannon who had assured him that the Police would take a more positive approached in the future, however Councillor Murray is still pursuing a meeting with Inspector Cannon to discuss in detail what needs to be done in the area.

3. The Chairman said that he felt that Inspector Cannon was making positive moves to improve policing in the Hartshorne area.
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	MATTERS ARISING

1. Item 53/10/1 Councillor Shadrack reported that only part of the pavement along Repton Road had been swept. Councillor Murray said he would discuss the matter with the District Council.
2. Item 56/10/1 Councillor Jenkinson on behalf of Hartshorne Charities presented a cheque for £400.00 towards the cost of the 5-a-side goal posts. The Chairman thanked Hartshorne Charities for the generous donation. 
RESOLVED that the Clerk place an order with DSK Engineering to supply and fit the goal posts and the balance of £95.00 plus VAT will be met out of the Recreations Budget. 

3. Councillor Jenkinson expressed some concerns about the uneven surface where the 5-a-siode pitch was to be sited.

RESOLVED before the goal posts are installed the area should be rolled and cut. 

4. Item 57/10/1 The Clerk reported that he had spoken to Gaynor Richards, Enforcement Officer at SDDC and she informed him that she is continuing to monitor the situation. Councillor Jones asked if planning had been granted for the extraction of minerals from the site at Horn Hill.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact T Denning at SDDC.

5. The Clerk reported that he had submitted the Parish Council’s objections to the proposed changes put forward by the Boundary Commission. Councillors asked for a copy of the Clerks submission.
6. Councillor Murray said that he was disappointed that there appeared to be no progress on the cutting of the hedge near to the bungalows at Kendricks Close. The Clerk reported that he had written to the land owner about 6 weeks ago. 

RESOLVED that the Clerk discuss with SDDC for additional advice. 
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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS.

1. Councillor Dobson had reported that the street sign for Dunnsmoor Lane was incorrectly spelt at the Sandcliffe Road end. Councillor Murray said he would contact the District Council.
2. It was reported that the hedge near to 145 Ticknall Road was overgrown.

3. Councillor Shadrack was disappointed to report that since the alteration at the junction of Repton Road and Ticknall Road, the landlord at The Rodney has had the plastic recycling bin removed. 

RESOLVED the Parish Council to consider any suitable sites and write to DCC asking for an explanation why the recycling bin was removed for the Rodney.
4. Councillor Mrs Burley asked if notices about dog fouling can be erected along the footpath near the Community Centre. Councillor Mrs Burley was advised to try and ascertain the name of the dog owner so that 
RESOLVED that the Clerk contact SDDC.
5. Councillor Shadrack reported that there were several issues outstanding with regard to public footpaths, however as David Atkins had left DCC and the Parish Council had not been notified of his replacement it was agreed that these matters are left outstanding for the time being.
6. Councillor Murray asked if an alternative site  could be provided for the noticeboard currently situated at Eureka School. He said that he would be willing to have the board erected in is garden. The Chairman said that he would be reluctant to site it on private land. Other suggestions put forward included near to the shops on Salisbury Drive and on the outside of the fence at Eureka School.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact appropriate owners for their opinions.
