· Reg No: 9 2008 0346 NO the erection of five holiday cabins, village shop, tea rooms and hair salon with associated parking and landscaping 124 Repton Road, Hartshorne. 
The Parish Council objects to the proposed development on the grounds that it falls outside the Parish Envelope and it totally out of keeping with the rest of the village. It also will form a gateway into the 
Village. Concerns were also expressed about the drainage as this drain has collapsed several times over the years due to the excessive demands from the Abattoir on Coal Lane. The Village of Hartshorne is classed as unsustainable and Councillors found it difficult to reconcile how shops 
on the site could be viable. Parish Councillors were also concerned about the entrance onto the site which is near to Dunnsmoor Lane and is on a busy main road. The Parish Council supports the  residents along Repton Road who have objected to the scheme.
