	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS
1. Councillor Bell presented proposed plans for the Improvements to both Goseley and Salisbury Drive recreation grounds showing the positions of the MUGA’s.The total estimated cost was £120000.00 with the Parish Council contributing £40000.00 (one third). It was agreed that lighting the area should not be provided. Councillor Sherratt asked if a skateboard park could be included, the Chairman said that this had been considered but the price was prohibitive.

2. Councillor Bell said he was hopeful that additional play equipment would be provided by SDDC from funding from the Lottery.
3. Councillor Shadrack asked if there was any maintenance work planned for the football pitches. The Clerk said that he will discuss the issue with Chris Mason at SDDC.

4. Councillor Sherratt asked if the goalposts at Salisbury Drive could be resited. He said some years ago additional sockets were installed near to the centre of the pitch, either side of the touchline.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact N Dawson and discuss the possibility of moving the posts.  

5. Councillor Tagg asked if the five-a-side posts can be resited and concreted in, also Councillor Tagg asked if a brush and bucket could be purchased so that he could ensure the changing rooms at Goseley remand kept clean.

RESOLVED Councillor Tagg could purchase a brush and bucket. Clerk to ask N Dawson to resite five-a-side posts.
6. It was agreed to purchase a plaque for the ‘Best Allotment’. The Clerk will write to all tenants informing them of the competition. It was also agreed to try and obtain vouchers for additional prizes. The judging would take place towards the end of July.

Councillor R Bell reported that a number of trees had been removed near to a new development at Netherhall. He felt that the area was subject to TPO 33, Councillors agreed with his findings. Therefore the Parish Council were very concerned to find that SDDC disagreed with Councillor Bell’s statement.
