	Prior to the formal Agenda Helena Stubbs from the Derbyshire Rural Communities Council gave a presentation on ‘Parish Plans’. She gave a brief overview of the requirements of the Plan and the people who should been involved in its contents.
Full details of the presentation are attached to the minutes.

After Helena’s presentation several questions were raised by Parish Councillors with regard to funding and the way forward. Councillors agreed with Councillor Vorley that if the Parish Council are to produce a Plan then the Parish Newsletter would be the first point of contact with residents to see if there was sufficient interest. 

PUBLIC PARTCIPATION
Mr P Murray informed the meeting that a public meeting was held recently on Dunsmore Way to discuss the on going problems in the area. He said that it was pleasing to see teenagers attending and expressing what they see as the problems in the area. There main concern was a lack of youth facilities in the area. Ideally they were looking for a Youth Centre and it was felt the site at South Lodge could have been the solution. Another concern discussed was under age drinking in the area. The general consensus was that drink was being obtained from the local off licence and the youths were then going onto the recreation ground. Councillor Bell explained that there has been a long record of vandalism on the recreation ground and therefore the Parish Council has been reluctant to provide additional equipment on the site. However, in conjunction with the District Councils there are plans to erect a MUGA (Multi User Games Apparatus) during 2007/8 financial year.

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	POLICE MATTERS

1. The Clerk reported that he had received a letter from Mark Todd MP asking if the Parish Council would consider part funding of a PCSO along with other large parishes in South Derbyshire. He said the Police estimate the annual cost of an officer was £25000.00.
RESOLVED the Parish Council decline the invitation of such a scheme as it would make a considerable impact on the Parish precept without any noticeable improvement in a police presence in the area.

2. Councillor Bell informed the meeting that SDDC were now employing 3 Community Wardens who will be ‘policing’ the area to take action against dog fouling and graffiti.
3. Councillor Jenkinson reported an incident at the Dethick Hall where damage to the hall was done by youths who had been drinking. The Police were called and the offenders were taken home by the Police.
