	PLANNING MATTERS

Applications

Reg No: 9 2009 0831 FO outline application (all matters except for access and landscaping to be reserved) for the residential development of 85 Brookdale Road, Hartshorne.

The Parish Council objects to this proposed development. The main concerns are

1. The proposed buildings are beyond the existing building line. 

2. The development is very close to an island

3. It is out of keeping with the rest of the estate.
Reg No: 9 2009 0872 NA the erection of an agricultural building at Ascott Transport, Hoofies Farm, Repton Road, Hartshorne.

1. The Parish Council wants assurances that the extensions are to be exclusively for agricultural purposes.

2. This property fronts onto a busy, narrow lane between Repton and Hartshorne and the Parish Council are concerned about additional vehicles accessing the main road.
Reg No: 9 2009 0842 NU the change of use to a residential caravan site to accommodate four gypsy families with a total of eight caravans at land at Gravel Pit Hill Road Hartshorne.

The Parish Council strongly objects to this proposed development because-

1. Existing Gypsy sites in the District are unoccupied therefore they could be sited on other vacant plots.

2. There is very poor access into the site, the lane is a single track and several accidents have occurred along this lane. 

3. The entrance gate has recently been resited and is not using the original entrance

4. The area does no relate to the village.

5. PPS7 and Environment Policy 1 seek to protect the countryside from development that would have an adverse impact on its rural character, this would apply due to the close proximity to Carvers Rock and Foremark Reservoir.

6. The Parish Council are concerned that there are insufficient mains services provided
