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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

Standing Orders were suspended to hear a report from Jim Gosden, Footpaths walker.
1. Mr Gosden had been reviewing the proposed footpath diversion to f/p 31 at Buildings Farm. He felt that SDDC proposal was too complicated and he had proposed a simple diversion from f/p31 onto f/p30. He presented this alteration to the committee, who agreed that this was a more sensible proposal. (Copy of the amendment is attached to the minutes). Mr Gosden was thanked by the Parish Council for his work in this matter.

2. Mr Gosden reported that over the summer months there were problems on f/p24 at the abattoir due to construction work. He was assured by the owners the footpath would be reinstated when the construction work was complete.

The Ordinary Parish Council meeting was recommenced at this point.

RESOLVED the alternative diversion proposed by Mr Gosden is supported by the Parish Council and the Clerk to write to SDDC suggesting the alternative diversion.

3. Councillor Jones reported that some remedial work had been carried out by STW at The Cutting.

4. Councillor G Blood asked if DCC had adopted the road near to the Screw off Ticknall Road, Councillor Jones said he would look into the matter.
5. Councillor G Blood reported that there were 6 ragwort plants growing on the footpath opposite the school.

6. Councillor Tagg thanked Councillor Bell for arranging the cutting of the hedges on Ticknall Road.
