1. Mr Brealey was pleased that the hedges had now been cut but asked if they would cut on a regular basis. Councillor Murray said they were scheduled to be regularly cut.
2. Mr Clamp was concerned that his allotment appeared narrower than his neighbours. The Clerk said he would visit the site.

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	POLICE MATTERS

1. PCSO Dean Badham-Spalding reported that over the summer months the area has been relatively quiet, however he expects there will be an increase in ASB over the next few weeks. Over the last few months there had been an increase in thefts from vehicles where the owners have left items such as laptops, ipods on show in the vehicle.
2. Councillor Shadrack asked what area he covered, PCSO Dean Badham-Spalding said the area for Beat621 was mainly Hartshorne Parish with the exception of parts of Main Street including Church Street and parts of Sandcliffe Road and the streets just of the road, these areas were covered by Melbourne station. Councillors felt that this was not an efficient way to cover the Parish. PCSO Dean Badham-Spalding went on to say that in practice Beat 621 would cover an incident in those areas.
3. PCSO Dean Badham-Spalding was asked if the boundaries would be reviewed in the future, he felt that this was not a priority.

4. Councillor Murray expressed his concerns about large gangs of youths congregating near to the shops on Salisbury Drive again. He was also concerned about the lack of policing after 10.00 pm. PCSO Dean Badham-Spalding said that Neighbourhood policing was up to 10.00pm and Reactive policing was 24 hours.
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	MATTERS ARISING

1. Item 85/09/1 Councillor Sherratt said that a TV engineer had visited the properties and found that the reception was satisfactory, however the trees on the rercreation ground could affect the reception. The Clerk said he was awaiting quotations for remedial work to be carried out on the trees.
2. Item 85/09/4 The Chairman reported that there had still been no site meeting to discuss the proposed changes at the Rodney junction. Councillor Murray said that he had made several approaches to the County Council to explain their actions. Councillor Jenkinson said that the school had expressed concerns about cars turning around after visiting the school. He felt that a petition should be submitted to the County Council. The Clerk reported that work will start on the junction week commencing 12 October and will last for 6 weeks.
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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS.

1. Councillors commented that the hedge along parts of Ticknall Road required cutting. It was noted that it was the farmers responsibility and it was hoped it will be cut shortly as in previous years.
2. Councillor Murray reported that because of structural problems a house in Guilford  Avenue had to be demolished

3. Councillors were still concerned that the hedge fronting on to Woodville Road had still not been cut.

RESOLVED Clerk to write to the tenant of the land and request the hedge to be cut.

4. Councillor Shadrack reported that he had a very productive site meeting with David Atkins, the County Councils Footpaths Officer. Among  the problems resolved included footpaths 35, 37 and 33. The occupier at Brook Street will be written to about the overgrown hedge. New way markers will be installed where required. The gate at Wilder Farm will be attended to and the barbed wire fence will be removed.

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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS

1. The recommendations of the Recreation sub committee were discussed. Councilor Murray agreed that the present play equipment on Goseley recreation ground was in very poor condition and should be replaced. Councillors Sherratt and Bell felt that at the present time the Parish Council should not commit to expenditure on new equipment.

2. Councilor Mrs Burley reminded Councillors that the 5-a-side pitch should be in place by March 2010.

RESOLVED before any final decision is made on the play equipment the Parish Council should have an independent survey carried out. Clerk to contact RoSPA. The other recommendations were Resolved.

3. The Clerk reported that a litter bin was removed from Goseley recreation ground due to vandalism.

4. The Clerk should contact Lee Carter at SDDC their opinion on the trees at the rear of Kendricks Close. 

5. Councillor Sherratt commented further on what Mr Clamp had said in Public Participation and felt that the site should be inspected and re measured. He also felt that agreements should be issued to existing tenants.
RESOLVED Clerk to inspect site and prepare new Tenancy Agreements for the forthcoming financial year.
