· Mr Brealey was pleased to inform the Parish council that the District Council had finally resolved the problems of the block drain along Manchester Lane also the trees blocking road signs had been cleared. He thanked the Parish Council and other local authorities for there hard work.
· Mr Couldon informed the meeting that the County Council had notified residents that work would commence shortly on the new pavement along part of Manchester Lane.

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	MATTERS ARISING 

1. The Clerks Report was accepted.

2. Councillor Sherratt was concerned that SDDC had still not resolved certain items on the Clerks report in connection with footpath matters.
3. Councillor Murray reported that the residents of Ninelands had now formed its own NHW Scheme. He also reported that the area had been a lot quieter over the last few weeks.

4. Councillor Murray said that the SDDC sign near to property on Ninelands and Mount Road was creating a problem as youths were throwing stones at the sign and often miss the sign which meant they were causing damage to property near to the sign.

RESOLVED Clerk to ask the District Council to resite the sign on the wall of the pavilion.

	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

1. Councillor Bell give a brief outline of the Public Meeting held on 19 August in respect of the introduction of speed humps along Manchester Lane. The overall feeling of the meeting was that the proposed 4 humps configuration as outlined by DCC should be reduced to 3 humps with the hump proposed outside the Dethick Hall removed as it several no purpose og3 in slowing traffic down. There was a small minority not in favour of any speed humps and it was therefore agreed to contact DCC for further alternatives such as chicanes.
RESOLVED Clerk to contact DCC asking for a revised scheme with only 3 humps with costings. Also request the DCC look at other alternatives to speed humps such as chicanes and speed signs.
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	HARTSHORNE WEB SITE
1. Councillor Jenkinson reported that the transfer of the web site was now complete. He estimated that approximately £90.00 had been spent on the transfer. Currently the software being used has been supplied by the previous webmaster. Councillor Tilley is still looking at the benefits of transferring to ‘Dream Weaver’ and the advantages it would bring.
RESOLVED Mr Neil Jenkinson to submit invoices for the transfer of the website and the Parish Council will reimburse.
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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS

1. Councillor Sherratt reported that there was small pieces of glass on the new play area.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact SDDC to request the glass is removed.
2. Councillors asked about recent legislation on Dog Fouling in the Parish. 

RESOLVED Clerk to contact SDDC.
3. The Clerk reported that the seating identified by Councillors at a previous meeting to be installed at Goseley and Salisbury Drive would cost £2000.00 per seat. This was felt to be too expensive.

RESOLVED Clerk to contact N Dawson to  quote for 4 seats at the recreation grounds.
4. Councillors were concerned that the gate at Main Street was still not functioning correctly and a suitable alternative should be installed . Councillor Jenkinson said he had inspected the gate and with some minor adjustments it could be made safe.

RESOLVED Councillor Jenkinso to meet with the Clerk to see if minor adjustments to the gate would rectify the problems. 
5. The Clerk reported that now the changing rooms at Goseley were in regular use it may be necessary to make regular checks to ensure that it has been left clean and tidy.  He felt that this would only take 1 hour per week and he had approached the Legthsman to see if he would be willing to carry out this additional duty, Mr Watts indicated he was willing to do the work.

RESOLVED that 1 additional hour is added to the Lengthsman contract to carry out inspection of the changing rooms at Goseley recreation ground.
