	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

1. Mr S Bigg of Repton Road outlined his objections to the proposed development next to 142 Repton Road. His concerns included speeding outside the site which was not part of the 30 mph limit, there was only provision for 29 parking places on the site, the land is green belt and should not be used as a holiday site and he felt that the proposed shop would be unsustainable, similar to other venture within the village. 
2. Mr Kirby pointed out that there was no formal play area on the site land the pond was a potential health risk as it goes to a depth of 15ft.

3. The Chair advised both residents to ensure these comments are considered by SDDC at the Development Committee

1. Item 78/09 Councillor Sherratt reported that he had visited the resident on Salisbury Drive and following an inspection it was agreed that the trees were affecting TV reception and Hartshorne Charities would help in resolving the problems. 

2. Item 75/09/3 the Clerk reported that there had been 218 passengers using the bus service to the Post Office, this equated to £3.00 per visit per passenger. It was agreed that information would be used at the next Finance sub-committee when it sets its budgets for 2010/11.
3. Councillor Murray said the sign at the Bulls Head was missing, however it will be replaced shortly.
4. Item 76/09/2 the County Council had indicated that there would be a site meeting at the junction of Ticknall Road and Repton Road. The Clerk informed the meeting that the Highways Department had still not replied to either letter submitted

1. Councillor Shadrack reported that following the recent resurfacing along Repton Road properties between 50 and 60 Repton Road were experiencing rain water coming off the road and down their drive ways.

3. The Clerk informed the meeting that with effect from 1 September David Atkins Footpaths Officer had been transferred to the County Council. The Clerk said Mr Atkins appreciated there had been certain problems during the transfer but he now hoped that he will be in a better position to resolve the problems that have been raised by the Parish Council.

4. It was reported that f/p 35 was completely blocked and was unable to be walk.

5. Councillor Bell reported that Dunnsmoor Lane had been repaired.

6. Councillor Murray reported that permission had been granted to demolish the Chesterfield, however there had been no planning application to build on the land.

7. Councillor Murray reported that the Hartshorne Parish Council should benefit from the Flooding Grant managed by the County Council. 

8. Councillor Stanton said that the trees removed were not subject to a TPO.

9. Councillor Tilley said that a similar situation had arisen in Weston on Trent. Councillor Murray said that the contractors had been instructed to leave the site tidy.
