	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

· Councillor Shadrack was concerned that the recent resurfacing on Repton Road was sub standard in that potholes were not filled in before resurfacing. He also said that the road had not been remarked and temporary road signs had not been removed.

· Councillor Bell said that certain grass verges within the 30 mph limits had not been cut on a regular basis. Councillor Jones said he would contact the County Council to ensure that these areas would be included in the future.

The Police were now actively involved in trying to prevent any further incidents. The residents had requested the removal of the play equipment near to their property. Councillor Murray had asked the District Council for a quotation for the removal, Chris Mason at SDDC quoted £35,00.00 of which the Parish Council would be asked to contribute a third.

4. The Clerk was asked to contact Zoe Sewter at SDDC to confirm when the new equipment on both recreation grounds would be handed over to the Parish Council.
