	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
1. Mr Seaton said that there had been a further speedwatch along Sandcliffe Road. He asked if there was any point in a petition to try and force the County Council installing speed restriction measures.
2. Most of the resident present were there to express their concerns about the proposed development at Broomy Farm as outlined in SDDC 's Local Plan Part 1. Most residents felt that they had not been fully consulted however it was pointed out that the original draft had been available from SDDC for more than 12 months. The Chair said that the Parish Council as a consultee had submitted their observations at the time. Residents were mainly concerned that there is insufficient planting to create a buffer from the new estate and properties on Woodville Road. Councillors agreed with the proposals and offered their full support. Councillor Murray said that the Highways Department at DCC were the main driving force in highway safety. Residents hoped that the Parish would benefit from any s106 monies that becomes available.
3. Mr Brealey reported that drug dealing was again happening at the car park at Manchester Lane. PCSO Badham-Spalding said he would look into the situation.
4. Mr Brealey reported that the lock at the allotments required replacing. Clerk said he would provide a new one with additional keys.
Report from County Councillor

5. County Councillor Mrs L Chilton had been approached by residents about potential parking problems on Laceyfields due the recent granting of planning permission to convert the former Masons Arms in a supermarket.
6. County Councillor Mrs L Chilton reported that funding for Home Start had now been transferred elsewhere.

7. County Councillor Mrs L Chilton reported that the rules for appointing a school governor had changed.
