PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

1. Mr Shadrack complained that HGV’s were using Repton Road as a short cut. He said that he had taken the registration number of the vehicle. The Clerk said that he would contact Derbyshire Trading Standards. Mr Shadrack also reported that the seat near to 67 Woodville Road was in need of repair.
2. Mr & Mrs Brazier updated the Parish Council with regard to their ongoing problems with their neighbour. They said that the neighbour had been given 28 days to reduce the height of his fencing with effect from 10 June. SDDC inspected the property on 29 July but the work had not been carried out, however the Council allowed a further 28days for the work to be carried out. Mrs Brazier said that the work had still to be carried out.

3. Mr G Bartlett of 24 Woodville Road reported that his son had been knocked over by a speeding motorist on Woodville Road; luckily his injuries were not serious. However Mr Bartlett was extremely disappointed that the Police refused to take any action. Mr Bartlett was concerned that speeding along this part of Woodville Road was on the increase. Ms J Green said that she was also attending the Parish Council meeting with similar concerns over speeding along Woodville Road. Parish Councillors suggested one way forward was to arrange a ‘Speedwatch’; this would required 6 volunteers to be trained using a speed gun. Councillor Murray said he would contact the Area Inspector.

4. Mr Brearley reported that drug dealing was again operating in the car park at Manchester Lane. Unfortunately he could not be specific as to times and days when transaction took place. It was also noted that the overgrown hedge helped hide offenders.
