The Clerk said that the Parish Council had submitted a detailed reply some months ago in which they expressed several concerns. Mr Graves had already submitted his objections to the scheme which currently outlined about 300 new dwellings, however Mr Graves main concern is this land could accommodate over 700 dwellings. He asked the Parish Council for their support if the development is given planning permission that there should be sufficient landscaping on the site. 
3. Mr Brealey asked about Allotment agreement, the Chairman said this will be discussed within the main part of the meeting.

4. County Councillor Mrs L Chilton reported that Coventry Close will be closed 16 /17 December for road works. She also reported that because of budget reductions libraries and mobile library under threat along with several other services.
