finances, where the money goes to and comes from and future 

plans. Reports will also be received from clubs and 

organisations operating within the Parish. Parishioners may 

also bring to the meeting any local issues of general concern. 
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PARISH COUNCIL 
Hartshorne Parish Council is one of the larger Parish Councils in South Derbyshire having 15 members. 

Parish councillors are elected every four years or are co-opted onto the Council if insufficient candidates 
come forward for election. Parish Councillors are unpaid. Hartshorne PC employs a Parish Clerk and a 

lengthsman who collects litter throughout the Parish on a weekly basis and inspects the recreation grounds. 

The Council is financed by grants from the District Council and by parishioners through the Parish precept 
added to council tax bills. The Parish Council maintains three recreation grounds, carries out minor 

maintenance, makes small grants to support local organisations, comments on local planning applications 

and makes appropriate representations on matters affecting the Parish.

Speedwatch 
Speeding traffic in built-up areas continues to be a general concern in every community not least the Parish 
of Hartshorne. Traffic calming has worked well in the Parish with the road humps on Repton Road and 

Manchester Lane having a marked effect on the speed of vehicles. However it is not possible or economic to 

install road humps on all 30mph roads. 
In response to speeding complaints received by the Parish Council a small group of volunteers have attended 

a training session provided by the police and are now able to operate a ‘community speedwatch’. 

Equipped with a speed ‘gun’ and attired in ‘high vis’ clothing the volunteers will check the speed of traffic in 
30mph zones around the Parish. Details of any vehicles exceeding the speed limit will be recorded and 

passed to the police. Warning letters will then be sent by the police to the registered owners of the speeding 

vehicles. 

  

Hartshorne Cricket Club (Report by Steve Tomlin) 

Last year proved to be a total washout on the pitch with over 10 matches cancelled as a result of a water 

logged outfield so the Club is hoping for a much drier 2013.  We have increased the possibility of playing 
more matches by installing new drainage at the pavilion end of the ground and will be investing in new 

mobile covers and a water removal machine before the start of the season. 



 

 

 

Our indoor winter net sessions saw another increase in the junior players attending.   We are running Street 
Cricket sessions at Goseley recreation ground in April / May and will also be running ‘Back To Rounders’ 

sessions throughout the year (visit our website for full details).  These sessions have been co-ordinated by 

our newly appointed Club Community Officer - this role includes co-ordinating cricket coaching at the junior 
schools within the Parish (funded by HCC) and setting up projects to involve as many people from our 

community as possible in sporting and social activities.

committed to working alongside the 
Parish Council in this area.  In 2012 

we painted the swings at the Goseley 

recreation ground, painted the fence 
at the Community Centre, cleaned 

the children’s play equipment and 

renovated benches at Main Street 

recreation ground. 
We also hosted social events 

including a Caribbean evening the 

village bonfire and fireworks and 
assisted at the fete. 

The fundraising for a new pavilion 

continues and we hope to have a 
suitable building in place for the

Street Lights Switch Off 
Some of you may have noticed, or perhaps not, that certain street lights throughout the Parish are switched 

off between midnight and 5.30 a.m. Derbyshire County Council chose Hartshorne as one of the areas to pilot 
the scheme in South Derbyshire. The County Council hope to save money by eliminating unnecessary 

lighting and also reduce carbon emissions by the reduction of electricity consumption.  

The County Council put forward its proposals for the lights to be switched off which were advertised 

throughout the Parish. Some concerns were raised regarding possible increase in crime and the County 
Council did respond by agreeing to suggestions from the Parish Council and individuals that certain lights 

which had been proposed to be switched off should remain on.  

The switch off of the designated street lights occurred earlier this year and to date the Parish Council has not 
received any complaints or been made aware of any increase in crime due to the lights being switched off.  

 

Hartshorne Fete 
Last year’s Hartshorne Jubilee Fete, held in June, was a huge success and was enjoyed by over 2500 people. 

The organising committee did a great job, even arranging for one of the very few dry days during last year’s 
so called summer. Peter Smith, Chairman of the committee, has expressed his thanks to all the volunteers 

who gave freely of their time to set up on the day, manage the event and clean up when everyone had left.
