Speedwatch Update 
As reported in last year’s newsletter a small group of volunteers attended a training session provided by the 
police and are now able to operate a ‘community speedwatch’. The speedwatch team were initially out in the 

30mph zones of Woodville Road and Main Street, clocking vehicle speeds in excess of 35mph. At this speed 

registration numbers were noted and passed to the police and several drivers will have received warning 
letters as a result. Speeding traffic in Hartshorne however continues to be a concern and the Parish Council, 

on behalf of local residents, requested the County Council to undertake speed monitoring on Sandcliffe 

Road.  The County Council decided that such monitoring was not necessary. Recently, however, the 

speedwatch team opted to target Sandcliffe Road and noted more than 30 vehicles travelling in excess of 
35mph in only one hour.

Scoop the ‘poop’ 
One of the issues causing not only local but national concern is that of dog fouling in public places. The 
health hazards associated with dog mess are well known and it is the physical presence which is so 

distasteful. Children are particularly at risk which is why dogs are banned in children’s play areas. The onus 

is on dog owners to clean up if their dogs foul the streets or any public area. Complaints received by the 

District Council relating to dog fouling are investigated but with only 2 community wardens to cover 
environmental issues throughout the District the likelihood of a warden actually witnessing a fouling incident 

is remote unless specific information can be supplied by the public. Fines of up to £1000 can be levied.  

The countryside code asks people to consider others, to protect the environment and enjoy the countryside. 
Scooping the ‘poop’ even out in the countryside can only enhance everyone’s enjoyment and wellbeing. 

Bagged ‘poop’ does not have to be disposed of in special dog bins but can be deposited in any general 

rubbish bin. 
 

Hartshorne Charities 
In 1626 the Rev. William Dethick left money to aid the poor of Hartshorne. Over the years eight other 

Parishioners bequeathed sums to the poor. In 1963 the Charity Commissioners combined all these individual 
charitable trusts and formed Hartshorne Charities.  The Commissioners Deed states that the Trustees can 

only make grants to those who reside in the Parish of St. Peter Hartshorne. 

The Trustees, all local people, consider a variety of requests for assistance including books for university 
students, school clothing, help with travel expenses for regular hospital visits etc. Applications for a grant 

should be made in writing to the Secretary, Cllr. Doug Jenkinson at 50 Repton Road, Hartshorne, DE11 7AF, 

explaining why a grant is required. Applications will be considered by the Trustees at their quarterly 
meetings, usually held in February, May, August and November.  Remember grants can only be made to 

those living in the Hartshorne Parochial District.  Full details of the Charity can be found on the Charity 

Commissioners web site, under the Charity’s Registered Number 236972.
