1. Hartshorne Cricket Club

The Parish Council had received an application for funding towards  a new pavilion. Currently the project will cost in the region of £130000 must of which has been raised or in pace. The new facility would be used as a centre for community activities other than cricket, it would be available for other social events. 

RECOMMENDATION that the Parish Council make a grant of £10000.00 subject to Planning Permission being granted.

2. Salisbury Drive

Concerns were expressed that Salisbury Drive recreation ground was not being used to its full potential and that the full Parish Council should come forward with ideas to develop the area. Items that were discussed were a cycle path, skate park or landscaping parts of the area.

RECOMMENDATION that all Parish Councillors should look at the potential usage of the recreation  ground.

3. Trim Trial at Main Street

It was discussed that a small low maintenance trim track should be erected at Main Street

RECOMMENDATION that the addition of a trim track should be incorporated into 2014/15 expenditure under 'Recreation'.
4. MUGA at Goseley

The Clerk reported that broken glass covered a vast areas of the MUGA at Goseley and as  it was difficult for the Lengthsman to deal with he had asked SDDC to clean the area at a cost of £35.00
RECOMMENDATION that the action of the Clerk to authorise expenditure of £35.00 on cleaning glass from the MUGA at Goseley be approved.
5. It was agreed that the Parish Council should invite SDDC to discuss how better our recreation grounds could be used.

6. Councillors expressed disappointment at the quality of grasscutting at all the recreation grounds. Clerk to contact SDDC.
